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From the Pastor’s Heart

“Thanks for the
The Gospel of John (20:10) tells us that
Mary Magdalene’s initial immediate
interpretation of what she saw of the rolled
-away stone and empty tomb was that of a
normal assumption made by any
reasonable person of a dead body —
someone must have taken it away! And
so, you may say that Mary was
preoccupied with Jesus’ body, and the
empty tomb didn’t necessarily increase
her faith at all, but only casted doubt on
where Jesus’ body was.

However, much to her credit, she didn’t
go home right away like the two disciples,
but stayed outside the tomb and mourned
for Jesus, though still not believing. Even
when she saw the two angels, she didn’t
see them as signs of God’s presence but
just someone else to complain to — in
fact, this time getting more personal —
instead of saying, “We don’t know what
happened to Jesus’ body,” she said, “/
don’'t know what happened to Jesus’
body.”

And even when Mary saw Jesus later,
she didn’t recognize him right away and
thought he was the gardener. However,
after Jesus called her by name, her grief
and unbelief gave way to some faith as
she now recognized Jesus as “teacher.”
And then, to a greater faith, as she called
him “Lord” a little bit later on, as she
testified to the other disciples in 20:18.

As the story goes: The only survivor of
a shipwreck was washed up on a small,
uninhabited island. He prayed feverishly
for God to rescue him. Every day he
scanned the horizon for help, but none
seemed forthcoming. Exhausted, he
eventually managed to build a little hut out
of driftwood to protect him from the
elements, and to store his few
possessions.

One day, after scavenging for food, he
arrived home to find his little hut in flames,
with smoke rolling up to the sky. He felt
the worst had happened, and everything
was lost. He was stunned with disbelief,
grief, and anger. He cried out, “God! How
could you do this to me?”

Tomb?”

Early the next day, he was awakened
by the sound of a ship approaching the
island! It had come to rescue him! “How
did you know | was here?” asked the
weary man of his rescuers. “We saw your
smoke signal,” they replied.

In a way, to Mary, Jesus’ crucifixion
and death was like the fire that destroyed
her last hope. She was there at the tomb
to mourn and maybe to contemplate her
next move. But now the risen Lord has
appeared to her and she can now testify to
the other disciples, “I have seen the Lord.”

Why did Christianity spread like wild
fire throughout the Roman Empire so soon
after Jesus’' time? Was it because Jesus
introduced a remarkable new ethical
system? Was it because he somehow
demonstrated a surefire way to get in
contact with one’s inner self? One central
theme predominated in nearly every
sermon in the early church: Jesus has
risen from the dead! The sophisticates of
Greece and Rome dabbled in philosophy,
but these simple disciples of Jesus came
with a message of resurrection of life and
hope.

For Mary Magdalene, for believers like
you and me, and believers of all ages, the
empty tomb may not be that empty after
all, in fact, it is full of hope! Friends, Easter
day is not the final act — it is not an end in
itself. Easter day points us forward,
ultimately to the time of the completion of
God’s purposes. Easter is both gift and
demand. Easter is both grace and
challenge. Easter is both present and
future. Where are you in the experience of
your faith right now as compared to
Mary? Do you believe? Have you
believed?

Christ is risen! He is risen indeed!

Now there’s a unique verse to open a stewardship article. No?

| don’t know about you, but | have been both moved and challenged by the Lenten
series being preached from the pulpit by Pastor Bill and Pastor Holly, studied in the
Monday evening Pastors Class or in the Sunday morning Faith & Life class based on
Tim Keller's book, The Prodigal God. If you didn’t get a chance to see the powerful 40-
minute introductory DVD, borrow it if you can, or maybe we can arrange a re-showing of
it at the end of the series for those interested. Also, pick up a copy of the book from the
church Office if you haven't already, even if you cannot attend either class. You'll be
blessed by the reading and it's a book that makes a good gift to someone who may
need to hear the message of God’s extravagant love.

So why did | begin my article with this verse anyway? Two reasons:

First, in each article | write this year, | set out to focus on one area of Heritage’s
mission that your giving supports. This study of Keller's The Prodigal God is an
example of the kind of discipleship and Christian education focus set as one of the top
priorities by Session for 2011. The initiation of the Pastors Class a couple years ago by
Pastor Bill reflects that vision. Also, a few short years ago, the Session elected to make
a deeper commitment to the Christian education efforts at Heritage by calling a part-
time Associate Pastor of Christian Education. We've identified that we would like to
eventually get Pastor Holly to full-time status. In faith and in prudence, her hours were
increased to 37.5/week for 2011. By the end of this year we’d like to see the rest
realized. We'll go there when we believe we have the giving foundation to support it.

Second, I'm struck by how much information and application Jesus embeds into a
five-minute story. When | look at that verse, | have to ask myself: “Am | looking into a
mirror?” God’s Word is sharper than a two-edged sword! In what ways do | take what
my Father has generously given to me and spend it on myself without regard to his
desires? Where will we all go together as a church, if we ask ourselves the probing
questions brought out in The Prodigal God? Although there are certainly stewardship
applications in this parable, Keller brings out some even more important insights | had
never seen before. Isn’t that the beauty of God’s living Word? Hope you'll join in for the
rest of the journey.
