Ross (83) died on June 10 at Walter Reed Army Medical Center in DC, after a long
decline in health, with his loving family at his side.

Thank you to alll

annual coordination of this outreach. A best ever $1,990 was raised this year by our
walkers and their sponsors to end hunger at home and around the world. Twenty-five
percent of the funds raised through the Mount Vernon Walk will go to UCM and New
Hope Housing. The rest goes to Church World Service, the sponsor of CROP Walk, for
their interfaith efforts to end hunger EVERYWHERE.

Back-to-School Supplies Annual Drive

Every year, United Community Ministries (UCM) asks our help in readying the neediest
children in our community for school by supplying backpacks and school supplies. Last
y e ar 0 sto-Rhool rive provided 49 backpacks, a carload of school supplies and
$110incash. Thi s y e ar 6Csayopst® @asha ns,a little different than in previous
years. UCM has partnered with Kids R First, Office Depot, and Wal-Mart to purchase all
of the necessary school supplies in bulk which will give UCM a buying power of
approximately 4 to 1. That means that $40 worth of school supplies will cost UCM about
$10 per student. So UCM is not collecting school supplies this year but still needs our
help. UCM is asking each local faith-based and community organization to consider a
fundraising goal of $500 and 50 backpacks & enough to outfit 50 students. Since we
provided 49 backpacks | ast year ,
goal this year is to raise $10,000 and outfit 1,000 backpacks. How can you help? One
backpack and $10 will supply one child with everything he or she needs to
start school. Please drop off your backpacks in the marked boxes in the hallway no later
than Sunday, July 31 . Cash or checks made out to UCM may be given to Elders Joan
Coe or Susan Palmer , again, no later than Sunday, July 31. Help us meet or EXCEED
our goal of $500 and 50 backpacks!
