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From the Pastor’s Heart

“Welcome Back!”

By most calendars, January 1 is the
beginning of the new vyear, but if you
belong to a church, you know that the real
new year actually begins the Sunday after
Labor Day, when folks start coming back
to church after the last burger of the
summer is barbequed. A lot of churches
crank up a new round of Sunday school
classes that week as kids move up a grade
in school and adults — one would hope —
make a commitment to start a new habit of
Bible study.

Heritage is no different! As you come
back from a summer break, there will be
new classes waiting for you — from the
youngest on up to our oldest in the
congregation (please see Pastor Holly's
description for each age group on p. 3).

Following a really thought-provoking
and much-appreciated study of Tim
Keller's The Prodigal God series last year,
what’s really exciting for the Monday night
Pastors Class this fall (and repeated the
following Sunday during the Sunday
School hour) is another one of his popular
DVD study series.

Based on the New York Times
bestselling book, The Reason for God:
Belief in an Age of Skepticism, pastor and
author Tim Keller meets with a group of
people over six sessions to address their
doubts and objections to the Christian
faith. Using literature, philosophy, real-life
experiences, and the Bible, Keller and the
group explore the truth of Christianity.

The session topics include:

1. Isn’t the Bible a myth? Hasn’t science
disapproved Christianity?

2. How can you say there is only one way
to God? What about other religions?

3. What gives you the right to tell me how
to live my life? Why are there so many
rules?

4. Why does God allow suffering? Why is
there so much evil in the world?

5. Why is the church responsible for so
much injustice? Why are Christians such
hypocrites?

6. How can God be full of love and wrath
at the same time? How can God send
good people to hell?

Whether you’ve been pondering these
questions yourself, or trying to respond to
these frequent objections to the Christian
faith from your friends, The Reason for
God is a good resource for what to say
and a model for how to say it.

Each class will begin with a DVD
presentation and conclude with group
discussions. See you in class!

Some of you may have heard that the
Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) has
approved some significant changes to our
ordination standards and our Form of
Government in the Book of Order this
spring, and wondered how these changes
may impact our lives together as
Presbyterians. A Congregational Forum
has been scheduled for Sunday
afternoon, September 25, at 4:30 to
answer your questions. All are welcome!

We continue to hold up Aaron Santa Ana
and his family in our prayers over the
recent death of his father, Otto, in Arizona.

When Aaron first shared with me that
his father was a well-respected and -loved
community leader in Arizona, | had no idea
how much until | read his obituary!

What spoke to me most about Otto’s
life was when he was described this way:
“‘Most importantly, Otto was never a
politician. He was a civic leader. He did not
compromise his deeply-held values to
curry the voter’'s whim or favor; he always
expressed his arguments rationally in plain
talk. His guiding principle was to improve
the quality of life in Miami [AZ], and he
never sought personal aggrandizement at
the expense of Miami's citizens.”

How many of us could be described this
way as we serve our community or our
congregation? May we learn from Otto as
we serve our neighbors with humility and
genuine love, and seek God’s glory and
not our own!

“For by the grace given me | say to every one of you: Do not think of yourself more highly than you
ought, but rather think of yourself with sober judgment, in accordance with the faith God has distributed
to each of you. *For just as each of us has one body with many members, and these members do not all
have the same function, °so in Christ we, though many, form one body, and each member belongs to all
the others. *We have different gifts, according to the grace given to each of us. If your gift is
prophesying, then prophesy in accordance with your faith; if it is serving, then serve; if it is teaching,
then teach; %if it is to encourage, then give encouragement; if it is giving, then give generously; if it is to
lead, do it diligently; if it is to show mercy, do it cheerfully” (Romans 12:3-8).

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The above scripture is often used in stewardship messages, especially verse 8. Today
it's time for some sober judgment. Our church finances are currently in deficit status and
we’ve got some faithful work to do.

Here is a quick summary of the summer months from a financial standpoint. We
finished June 2011 with a deficit of $9,400. Giving was strong in July and helped by a
five-Sunday month, it was reduced to $5,900. August was weak and not helped by
Hurricane Irene hitting just before the last Sunday, thus our overall deficit is likely to
grow to close to $15,000, as of August. The August books are not yet closed at the time
| must write this article.

Our Reserve Fund was in solid shape at the end of July, so our Treasurer did not
have to raise a cash flow alert, but may have to do so at the end of August. A cash flow
alert is raised if our reserve fund, less any operating deficit, were to drop below two
months’ of operating budget.

Our spending is on track and on budget; it's our giving that is currently behind the
curve. We've been here before and it's not uncommon for churches and charitable
organization to fall behind during the summer months. The problem with that is it forces
the Session to have to consider the potential for budget cuts in the 4th Quarter, just
when we would like to be finishing strong and thinking about plans for the next year.

| therefore ask you to consider your own giving with sober judgment. If you are on
track, we are grateful. If you are behind, please make an effort to catch up quickly. If you
need to amend your pledge, please contact Jim Hayes, our Financial Secretary, who is
the only one in the church who knows your pledge. That information, sans names, will
be transmitted to Session, so that we may make appropriate decisions going into Q4. If
you would like information about donating appreciated stock and the tax advantages of
doing so, please contact Jess Hernandez.

We know Heritage members have a history of strong giving in September through
December. We trust the Lord to provide for all our needs, so that we may maintain our
current budget and mission giving commitments which are paced throughout the year.

Up-to-date giving statements with pledge information will be mailed to all members
and friends of Heritage in September.

Back-to-School Drive ~ BIGGER and BETTER!

Every year, United Community Ministries (UCM) asks our help in readying the neediest
children in our community for school by supplying backpacks and school supplies. Last
year's Back-to-School Drive provided 49 backpacks, a carload of school supplies and
$110 in cash. This year’'s program, Crayons to Cash, was a little different than in
previous years. UCM partnered with Kids R First, Office Depot and Wal-Mart to
purchase all of the necessary school supplies in bulk, which would give UCM a buying
power of approximately 4 to 1. That meant that $40 worth of school supplies cost about
$10 per student. So UCM asked each local faith-based and community organization to
consider a fundraising goal of $500 and 50 backpacks — enough to outfit 50
students. Since we provided 49 backpacks last year, we thought Heritage should be
able to meet or exceed that goal. And did we ever! Thanks to your outstanding support,
Elders Joan Coe and Susan Palmer delivered 67 backpacks and $825 to UCM on
August 1. Thank you Heritage for your generous spirit!

CentsAbility

Every summer, the Missions Committee asks each Heritage member and friend — of all
ages — to collect a few cents at every meal as a small step in the battle against hunger
and poverty. Then on September 25, we will “make a joyful noise unto the Lord” when
we receive and dedicate the coins you have been collecting. Forty percent of monies
collected will be given to United Community Ministries to provide food for children and
families in need, right here in the Mount Vernon area, another 40% will be sent to the
Presbyterian Hunger Program and the remaining 20% will go to the Hunger Team of
the National Capital Presbytery. Thank you for participating in this annual event, as
we share God'’s abundance and blessings!

Mexico Mission ~ School Scholarships

Even though Heritage could not send a Mission group to Mexico again this year due to
the escalating violence, we continue our support of the Miguel Aleman community
through a monthly donation to the Miguel Aleman Mission Church and the funding of
eight school scholarships for the children of Miguel Aleman. Though public education is
free in Mexico, most of the children lack the money to pay for uniforms, books,
transportation, and food, and therefore end up not attending school. Seven of the eight
students are the same as last year. Vacation Bible School collected enough money for
one scholarship, and the rest of the total required funding ($3,600) is provided from the
Taco Lunch which was held on July 10 (almost $1,500) and from Account D106 —
Shepherd Project.

Peacemaking Offering

Heritage is a FIVE for FIVE church. This means Heritage contributes to basic mission
support and participates in the four Presbyterian Church annual church-wide special
offerings. The Peacemaking Offering is one of these four special offerings and supports
the efforts of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) to live out a deeper commitment to
peacemaking as part of our faithfulness to God. This year's Peacemaking Offering will
be collected on Sunday, October 2, World Communion Sunday. As we gather with
Christians from all over the world to celebrate a simple meal of bread and cup, we are
reminded that Christ brings us together to make us one family. A simple meal that
celebrates Christ, our peace. Heritage retains 25% of the Peacemaking Offering and,
again this year, it will go toward the Women’s Group of Mount Vernon to help with the
issue of domestic violence in our neighborhood. Envelopes are provided in your offering
box.

Mini-Walk to “Help the Homeless”

The path to end homelessness can begin with your steps. Who is homeless? While “street homelessness” is the image
that many people have when they think of homelessness, fewer than one in 10 homeless people live on the street. The
primary cause of homelessness is the shortage of affordable housing. Since 1988, the Fannie Mae Help the Homeless
Program has raised more than $69.5 million for more than 220 organizations dedicated to serving homeless people in
the Washington, D.C., metropolitan area. Each year, tens of thousands of people join the Fannie Mae Help the
Homeless Walkathon on the National Mall or participate in mini-walks in their own neighborhoods — there were 715 mini
-walks last year including the Heritage Mini-Walk. 100% — yes, 100% — of every registration fee goes straight to the
Beneficiary Organization — the Heritage Mini-Walk benefits United Community Ministries (UCM). If UCM reaches
their goal of 3,000 registered walkers, it will receive an additional $50,000 grant from Fannie Mae to help the homeless in
the Mount Vernon area meet their most basic needs. Please join us on Sunday, October 23, at 12:30 P.M., for the
Heritage Mini-Walk. There will be a short presentation by UCM and then a walk around the parking lot. A registration
form is required for each individual walker. Registration for adults 26 and older is $30 and youth 25 and younger is
